· We provide consultancy/assistance in the formulation of questions that would meet best the client’s objectives. The client pays only the cost per number of questions included in the questionnaire.

· During each wave of measurement we will provide the opportunity to two companies/organisations/NGOs to introduce gratuitously a question of national interest. These results will also be communicated to the public.

Methodology:

· Sample: 
- stratified, probabilistic, three-stage 
· Sample quantity: 

- 1149 persons, above the age of 15 

· Stratification criteria:

- 12 administrative-territorial units (ATU), residential environment (urban-rural), size of urban localities (4 types), type of rural localities (centre of commune/belonging village);

· Randomization stages:

- Locality (69 selected localities, 223 points of sampling), Household/Family, Person
· Representativeness:

- the sample is representative for adult population of the Republic of Moldova, excluding Transnistria;

- maximum error margin is ±3.0%

· Interviews:

- were carried out at home to the respondents by 54 operators of the IMAS-INC network in Romanian and in Russian 
· Data collection period:

         - 27th October – 9th November 2006

Main conclusions 

· Majority opinion: 90% consider that child’s raising and education must first of all be the duty of the family; however, there is quite a small segment of population that consider that this role should belong to the state – the only characteristics that makes these persons different seems to be education. These persons have mainly low level of education.
· In this period we can speak of an increase of the level of intolerance towards the parents abandoning their children: “there can be no excuse” (77% in November, 71% in June). The respondents are more and more accusing towards the parents (“they don’t do what they could” – 64% in November, 57% in June), on the background of a decrease of some important factors of the family – external to some degree, I mean the role of the government, poverty… Lack of financial resources (46% in November, 50% in June), Insufficient government support to parents (44% in November, 50% in june), Child’s illness (30% in November, 38% in June), Parents are left to solve their own problems alone due to a lack of support from the government (48% in November). However, there is a segment of 10 – 12 % of the population, that still find reasons for abandoning a child.

· The role of the government continues to be very big – 59% considers that the solution would be that the government offers indemnities, 14% are prone to choose placement in an internat (mainly from rural area, people above 60 years of age), and 19% -- for community based services (mainly from urban area, 20 to 29 years old, higher education).

· Effect of living in a residential institution/internat over a child is considered a positive one by half of the respondents. Over 40% consider that chances of a child living in such environment, chances of social integration are even high. Maybe in this respect, direct actions of communicating a certain message could be performed.
“Call the future home” campaign
· As it could be expected, the campaign was more successful among women having medium or high level of education. The highest level of popularity was realized among persons aged 30 to 44, while among persons over 45 years of age the campaign was most unpopular (the message didn’t reach these persons to the same degree; however, they are an important target, and other communication channels should be used with these category);

· Popularity of advertisement spots has the same socio-demographical characteristics among the population;

· Increased and uniform attractiveness according to categories of the public; about 50% appreciate positively the role of the campaign in abandonment prevention;
